The Old Kent Road



This talk will cover the general history of the Old Kent Road: the Roman origins of the
route, its mediaeval use by pilgrims to Canterbury, and its first full development from the
late 18th century onwards. Among the modern subjects will be the pubs, the railway
goods’ yard, the gas works, the Surrey Canal, the shops and the cinemas. 

Stephen Humphrey is a local and architectural historian. He is the author of various books on Southwark,
and on churches throughout England. He is the past president of the Southwark and Lambeth Archaelogical
Society, and currently works as archivist at the Southwark Local History Library.
