The boundary changes of 1974 affected Lancashire more than any other county in England and

Wales. The industrial areas of the south of the county became Merseyside and Greater

Manchester counties, the area around Warrington was transferred to Cheshire. In the north of

the county, the Furness and Cartmell peninsulas became part of the new county Cumbria.

These changes present family historians with problems in locating the records. This half day

course will address these problems as well as looking at some of the social history of the

birthplace of the industrial revolution.

Peter Park has been actively involved in his own and other people’s family history research for over thirty-five years. He is

a Fellow of the Society of Genealogists and Vice President of Cumbria FHS. He was awarded an MA by the University of

Central Lancashire for his research into the Poor Law Commission’s migration scheme of the 1830s. An international speaker

on family history and associated topics, his books include My ancestors were manorial tenants, Cumbrians in Liverpool in
1851 and the Lancashire and Cumberland & Westmorland volumes of the National Index of Parish Registers. A number of

his articles have appeared in The Genealogists Magazine, Ancestors and Your Family Tree.
